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We can see numerous women in the Bible. Jochebed
(Num. 26:59), the biological mother of Aaron and Moses,
who led the Exodus; Hannah (1 Sam. 1:26- 28), the mother
of Samuel, the last judge and first priest; and Mary from
Bethany who prepared for Jesus’ death by breaking the
ointment (John. 12:1- 3), Mary Magdalene (Matt. 28:1-7),
who survived the death and resurrection of Jesus. But
unfortunately, their roles are more of supporting roles than
leading roles.

However, if we think about it differently, it also means
that God used women in the right places in numerous
stories in the Bible. Without the role of women in Christian
history, escape from Egypt through Moses, the establish of
Israel through Samuel and Saul, and the atonement of all
mankind through the cross of Jesus would not have been
possible.

In this way, women are always highlighted as helpers for
their husbands, family, and children (Gen. 2:18), but in
fact, those who can help are more capable and greater.
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
